4.  System Update

K. Orrison reported J. Whited upgraded the software to Symphony the first week of November.  The upgrade went smoothly except for a few reports that had to be recreated.  The RSA staff will be working on new functionality.  K. Orrison demonstrated e-Library that will be replacing RSACat.  Because e-Library was not in our original contract the Sirsi/Dynix lawyers are reviewing the replacement.  Until the Sirsi/Dynix lawyers are finished, e-library cannot be rolled out to libraries.  There will be no increase in cost for RSA to switch to e-Library.  Enterprise will replace EPS in the future.  Enterprise allows patrons to do faceted searching. Enterprise will be available sometime in the summer of 2009. K.Orrison demonstrated both e-Library and Enterprise.

Sirsi/Dynix finished setting up Web Reporter.  RSA is still waiting on licensing. Web Reporter has no access to the history logs; it runs against the live database.  Web Reporter will be used for day to day reports.

5.  Item Types

K. Orrison has requested member libraries send a list of the Items Types they are using to the RSA.  He has received responses from 20-30 libraries.  The list will be used to limit drop down menus in WorkFlows. 

6.  Serial Updates 

K. Orrison reported that the RSA staff and staff members from several RSA libraries are in the middle of serial training.  Holdings codes will need to be entered for all libraries using the serial module.

.K. Orrison reported that the RSA budget is the same as last year.  There is no new line items. The budget does include the salary of one new employee.  There was a discussion on hiring a new employee.  The Planning Committee  recommended RSA hire a new employee to help with the bibliographic database work.
