4.  New RSA Staff Member

K. Orrison introduced Erica Laughton the new RSA Database Coordinator. Monday March 9 will be her first day.
5.  Licensing Web Reporter

K. Orrison reported that RSA originally purchased 36 Web Reporter licenses thinking they were concurrent licenses.  The vendor does not do concurrent licenses; they do licenses for individual libraries.  Additional licenses will be $200 per license in groups of 5.  The total cost of licenses for all the online libraries plus RSA staff will be $7000 a year. The $7000 will be covered by money in contract for EPS which will be going away. Basic Online and Union List libraries will request reports to be run by RSA staff.  The RSA web page will include sample reports.

6.  Digital Archive Update 

K. Orrison reported that the RSA needs libraries with archiving experience willing to test the new Digital Archiving Management. 
7.   RSACat Update
K. Orrison demonstrated Library Thing in e-Library, the new RSACat.  Eighty percent of the titles in the RSA database are covered by Library Thing tags.  K. Orrison demonstrated Enterprise. Enterprise is a replacement for EPS that will bring faceted search capability to RSACat. Enterprise will originally be hosted by Sirsi/Dynix. We are waiting on Sirsi/Dynix for installation dates for e-Library and Enterprise.  If a library would like a photo on their page of the new catalog, send the photo to Kendal. Libraries will also be able to place search widgets on their web pages that link directly to the online catalog.

8.  Item Types/Locations
