5. 
RSA Planning Committee Report 

J. Brooks reported the RSA Planning Committee recommended RSA hire a new staff member to help work on database records.  The March 5, 2009 meeting will be held at Kewanee Public Library, Kewanee IL.
6. System Update

K. Orrison reported upgrade to Symphony the first of November went well.  RSA is now working on adding new features.  RSA has been in talks with Sirsi/Dynix since June 3, 2008 about replacing RSACat with e-Library. Since e-Library was not in the original contract, Sirsi/Dynix lawyers are involved in redoing the contract.  K. Orrison demonstrated e-Library and Enterprise.  Enterprise is faceted software that will replace EPS.  RSA beta tested Web Reporter for Sirsi/Dynix.  Web Reporter will be released after licensing issues are resolved. Web Reporter will replace 80-90% of Symphony reports.  It will not replace the end of the month reports.  Web Reporter runs against the live database and does not use the history logs. K.Orrison and J.Whited have been creating report templates for Web Reporter.
7.  Item Types

K. Orrison reported he has only heard back from 20-25 libraries with their list of item types they are using.  D.Sances will be modifying the list in WorkFlows to contain only the item types used in individual member libraries.  After the list are modify, an item type can be added or removed from the list by notifying RSA.
8. Serial Update
K. Orrison reported that the RSA staff and staff members from several RSA libraries are in the middle of serial training.  The Serial Module will be available for all Full Online member libraries.
9. Budget Draft
K.Orrison reported the budget will include a 3% increase in membership fees for RSA member libraries. The budget also includes an addition of a new RSA staff member. The budget includes travel, training, lunch and a speaker for RSA Day in May.
10. Other Business

There was a discussion of Family Cards and how family members will be connected.  J. Sayers reported the figures for OCLC pricing has not been released yet.
