5. 
RSA Planning Committee Report 

J. Brooks reported the RSA Planning voted to purchase Web Reported licenses for $7000 and Library Thing for $7000.  Libraries will be asked to supply RSA with a contact staff member for parameter changes and reports.
6. New RSA Staff Member
K. Orrison introduced Erica Laughton the new RSA Database Coordinator.  Her first day will be Monday, March 9.
7. Licensing Web Reporter

K. Orrison reported the licensing of Web Reporter has been ongoing since August 2008. Originally we thought the licenses were concurrent licenses.  The vendor does not offer concurrent licenses. Each library will need a license.  RSA will purchase licenses for the 75 full online libraries plus the RSA staff.   The licenses are $1000 in groups of 5. The Basic Online and Union list libraries will request reports from RSA.  There will be sample reports on the RSA web page.  J. Whited and K. Orrison are customizing the available reports creating templates. The difference between Director’s Station and Web Reporter is Director’s Station gives more of the big picture where Web Reporter is the day to day reports.
8. Digital Archiving Management

K. Orrison reported that the RSA needs libraries with archiving experience willing to test the new Digital Archiving Management program. An archive committee was formed.  The members include: P. Tomka, J. Sherman, J. Sayers and S. Drissi.

9. RSA Cat Update 
K. Orrison reported the beta online catalog is working.  RSA is waiting on installation dates from Sirs/Dynix.  Before the new online catalog is installed new links for the online catalog will be sent to member libraries. 
Library Thing has been added to the new online catalog.  80% of the titles in RSACat have Library Thing tags. 
Enterprise is a replacement for EPS.  There will be no additional cost for Enterprise since RSA subscribed to EPS. Enterprise does faceted searches based on MARC tag data.  
Any library that would like to brand their RSACat page with a photograph should send the photograph to K. Orrison. 
 A search widget, for the online catalog, is on the ALS webpage and can be customized for individual library web pages.
10.  Item Types/Locations

K. Orrison has received list of item types and locations for customization from several libraries.  Libraries can still contact K. Orrison with their list.  After the list is customized, an item type can be added or removed from the list by notifying RSA.
11.  FY10 Budget
K.Orrison reported no big budget changes since last year.  Insurance and IMRF have gone up slightly.  The RSA Database Coordinator position was included in the FY09 budget.  Capital Development will be funded at 19% this year.  There was a lengthy discussion on waiving the annual 3% increase in membership fees for RSA member libraries due to the economic climate.
