9. New system Update/Questions and Answers

K.Orrison gave a brief update of the new system.  If libraries are experiencing slow response in WorkFlows, it is the Java client.  Java client does not run fast.  RSA has purchased the Sirsi/Dynix web based client.  The web-based client was developed for schools. As such, it does not fully replace Java WorkFlows.  Over time it might, but not at the moment.  What it does provide is an easier interface for a limited set off functions usually used in a school type environment.  It might also be very useful at circulation desk and other places.  When it is ready and installed, we will start testing it and spread it out when we can. The members present were given an opportunity to ask questions about the functionality of the new system and request changes.
