1. Call to Order

3.  Introduction

5. 
RSA Planning Committee Report 

J. Brooks reviewed the agenda from the June 5, 2008 RSA Planning Committee.  
The Planning Committee set dates for FY09 RSA Planning Committee meetings and RSA User Group meetings.

6. System Update

K. Orrison reported that Serials would be the next module rolled out.  The Serial module is available to full online members only.  Each library using the Serial Module will need holding codes setup.  K. Orrison will send out an email asking libraries for holding code information.  RSA will again be gathering info on databases used by member libraries.  With the next version of software, the name of the software will change from Unicorn to Symphony. Symphony 3.2.1 will be on the test server sometime this month.  There are many new enhancements with the move to Symphony.  RSA will be looking for libraries to help test Symphony 3.2.1.  Symphony 3.2.1 will be loaded on the production server sometime in August or September.  Sirsi/Dynix is phasing out EPS.  RSACat will be moving to e-library when it is released.  For a while, EPS and e-library will be run concurrently to give patrons a chance to get comfortable with the new product.
7.  New Server

K. Orrison reported that RSA wants to use the $35,000 credit with Sirsi/Dynix to purchase a new server.  The server will be faster and have more power than the current server has.  The new server will become the production server.  The current production server will become the backup server.  The RSA will be able to use the backup server in case the production server goes down or when new software versions are being loaded onto the production server.  It will also be used by RSA staff to run reports and other purposes.

8. OCLC Fees

K. Orrison reported that RSA is still unclear about OCLC fees for FY10.  The letters sent to the member libraries with their OCLC contracts contains the same information that RSA knows. OCLC is moving to a fee based on usage.  We are still trying to find out from OCLC and the ISL what constitutes usage.
9. Fee Structure Committee Report

K.Orrison reported the Fee Structure Committee met on April 11.  The committee 
agreed that no new library could join the RSA as an Union Listing library.  They also 
agreed that any library over 30,000 volumes would need to be a Full Online library.  
New Full Online members will pay a minimum of $2,350 and $1000 for one branch.  
A new Full Online member with more than 2 branches will pay $4,200 plus $1,000 
for each branch over 2.  The fee will be adjusted for bigger libraries or libraries with 
high usage.  The committee is still looking at fee structures for the future.  They are 
considering a fee structure to be based on usage that would  be phase in over time.  
Any fee K. Orrison had verbally told libraries before the Fee Structure Committee 
meeting will be honored.

10. RSA DAY REPORT
K. Orrison reported there was a better than expected turn out for RSA Day.  He will begin working on group purchases with CybraryN and Envisionware.  RSA would like suggestions on what to include at the 2009 RSA Day.  There has been a recommendation that workshops be include again at next years RSA Day
11. Meeting with Sirsi/Dynix Staff Report

K. Orrison reported staff from Sirsi/Dynix was at Alliance Library System on May 21.  Sirsi/Dynix has worked on the requests and issues list that we had submitted to them during Super Conference.  The list is a lot smaller than before with many of the issues competed.  Some of the issues that were not completed will be available in coming versions of the software.  Some of the issues cannot be fixed and some issues will need to be submitted as enhancement requests.  The speed issue is much better after the crash and Jon did some work.  The Sirsi/Dynix staff visited the Lakeview Branch of the Peoria Public Library to view some of the problems they were encountering. We will be getting EPS 2.2.2 and testing it and updating EPS on the production server in July. It will be the last update to EPS.  EPS will be replaced by e-library.
12. Elections

A. Falasz-Peterson submitted J. Sayers as Chair of the RSA Users Group and Dodie Wessel from Greater West Central Public Library as the Small library member of the RSA Planning Committee.  Both candidates were elected by the RSA Users Group.

13. Other Committee Reports
      M. Troxell presented reports from the Circulation Committee and Database Maintenance Committee meetings.  The Database Maintenance Committee is working on standardizing and reducing the number of item types.  Every library is to send the item types they are using or want to use to J. Sayers at Kewanee Public Library.  John is compiling a list of the item types.  Libraries are ask to do an item id search of any items they cannot find in their database after they load records.  If there has been a mistake in the 949 tag the owning library becomes ALS.  If that happens contact RSA so they can change the owning library.  Since OCLC is going to fees based on usage, libraries are being encouraged to use OCLC Client instead of OCLC Browser.  OCLC Client allows libraries to work  offline when adding 949 to bib records.  J. Moonan at Norman Public Library has offered to help any library that has a problem using OCLC Client.  K. Orrison has added a new login and password for libraries that share rotating collections.  The new password allows libraries to change the owning library names before sending the collection on.  Documents with prefixes for item barcodes and patron barcodes are on the RSA page under parameters.  Libraries now have access to patron records to add patron notes.  Libraries are not to change any other information on the patron record. Any changes need to be sent to the patron’s home library.  There are still problems with items sent via delivery being label wrong.  Please check the library name carefully before sending an item via delivery.  The Circulation Committee has updated the Circulation Policies document.  Several of the terms have been changed to make the document more up to date.  A major addition was that libraries may now collect and keep any fines $4.99 and below on patron’s records from other RSA libraries.  During the RSA Planning Committee meeting, an addition about lost materials was added to the policies.
