RSA Planning Committee Report 

J. Brooks reviewed the agenda from the June 8, 2007 RSA Planning Committee.  .  
6. Migration Update

K. Orrison presented a power point with migration information.   All hardware has been installed and the data is on the system.  EPS 2.2 is still in beta testing.  The member libraries will use EPS to review their data.  The member libraries will get sheets to log problems with their data.  The logs will go to Sirsi/Dynix for corrections.  There will be a second data extraction where libraries can check their data one more time.  The final data extraction will be November 11 or may be pushed back to November 18.   After the final data extraction, bib maintenance will not be available until after we go live in December.  The final patron extraction will be December 2.  After that date, until go live, libraries will be using Unicorn auxiliary circulation function to circulate items.  
7.  Training 

   
The training dates are set.  All library staff will need to have Essential Skills training.  There will be three ways to get training:
· Formal training from Sirsi/Dynix staff during July or October training.

· Online at Sirsi/Dynix website  (See May 2007 State of RSA Report)

· Training from RSA staff

The only limit to the number of people who can attend the Essential Skills sessions at ALS would be the number of people who will fit in the V. Wilford room.

The other training offered in July and October is train the trainer training.  RSA staff and volunteer trainers from member libraries will be trained at that time by Sirsi/Dynix staff.  K. Orrison is taking names for volunteer trainers from the member libraries staff.  

Demand management training will take place September 6 and is open to anyone.  EPS Room’s workshop will take place in August and October.  
K. Orrison needs the name of libraries with computer labs willing to host training sessions.  
8. Demonstration of new RSA web page

10. Budget
the RSA budget shows a deficit because funds taken from capital development for the migration do not show in the budget.  By the end of FY08 the capital development fund will contain around $450,000. The FY08 budget includes $9000 for travel expenses for the RSA staff.
